Mare Sirenum (140W ~ 170W, -30) The southern clouds extended slightly eastward. This situation is prominent in the B images of Inoue
and Kumamori. Damian Peach's images also clearly record the situation in color from east to west. Charles Galdies has observed the direction
of Mare Cimmerium and recorded that cloud bands can be seen in this area as well.

Kumamori imaged Olympus Mons (135W, + 25) near the terminator, but recorded the shadow of the mountain. He could see the shadow
for the first time in a long time.
