Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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John Sussenbach's images document the SPC hidden in half again. SPCs were scored punctately. Images show that the left half is obscured
by dust. It can be judged that it is covered because it returned to its original size on August 26. However, since the SPC at this time is only the
permanent spc, it is customary to repeat the situation like this time. The reason why the SPC was hidden in half on August 13 was that after
that, the SPR recorded the spread of the dust storm. can't Therefore, it is considered that the change was quite local.

On August 27, Javier Beltran Jovani took a picture of the pole, which appears to be just before becoming a permanent SPC.
