Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Javier Beltran Jovani's image shows that the black belt around the NPC appears to have been eroded by the light from the NPC. Judging



from the shape, it looks like a dust storm. It is not possible to tell that it is a dust storm from this image alone, but it is possible. (White arrow)
Also, Meridiani (OW,-5)'s tip is pointed to the west, which is characteristic in this image. (Yellow arrow) It's not a clear image, but you won't see
anything like this on March 2nd.

In the left image, there is a bright spot at the tip of Meridiani (slightly below the yellow arrow). There was something like a small dust storm,
and it seemed that it had changed its appearance from usual. Measuring the position, he found the center of the tip shadow at 8.7W, -9.5.
Compared to previous maps, it is located slightly to the upper right, but I found that it seems to be the tip of Meridiani (0W,-5).

Raimond Sedrani's image records a yellow spot on the eastern margin of Mare Acidarium (20-45W, +40-55). Looking at the color, it looks
like a dust storm. It is probably a dust storm that is not so dense.
