Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Eric Sussenbach, Majima and Akutsu's images show a
bright band running north-south in the NPC. This can be
seen clearly in Majima's image. This bright band can also

be seen in IR images. (The area marked with a triangle

below.)
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The identity of this bright band is unclear. The area around 0° W and Margaritifer Sinus (23W;-10) is quite dusty, and the dark markings

were recorded quite faintly. This area seems to be covered by a veil of dust. The southern end of this band corresponds to Cydonia (W340-5,
+53).
