Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Eric Sussenbach's image was processed to focus on clouds. The three volcanic clouds of Tharsis (80W~120W, +10) stand out, but faint
white clouds are also recorded at Olympus Mons (135W, +25). The observation conditions at Mashima were not good, but the eastern edge of
Utopia (260W, +45) is not visible. It is unclear whether it is due to white clouds or dust, but the NPC is also dim, and it looks like something is
happening. Stanislas Maksymowicz's observations have drawn a black band on the NPC north of Cydonia (W340-5, +53), which is of interest.

This is the first time it has been recorded with the naked eye.
