Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Looking at the color image of Arakawa, a bright area is recorded next to the NPC. The color is not much different from the NPC, and it is
recorded in a blurred manner in the B image. It is a subtle image, so it is difficult to be certain, but it may be a local dust storm. Inoue's image
records it, although it is very faint. I think it is a faint NPH, but it is not clear. The NPC area is covered with clouds. Clyde Foster recorded the
NPC as being separated into two bright areas. This matches the appearance of the NPC that [ wrote about in my comment on May 4th. It is

interesting to note that the white clouds in the B image spread in a way that avoids Utopia (260W, +45).
