Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Ito's observation conditions appear to have been very poor today, but show no change from yesterday. Watanabe's observation was at 95
degrees west longitude, where Solis Lacus (W90; -28) was visible at the southern edge. White clouds overlapped the poor observation
conditions, preventing the dark part of Solis Lacus from being recorded. Instead, he recorded clear skies north of mid-latitudes in the Northern

Hemisphere. Frank ] Melillo's observation recorded bright Hellas (275~315W, -30~60). Other than that, there were no notable changes.
