Light spots can be seen on the north side of Mare Sirenum in Kurisu's image, but this seems to be absent. Raimondo Sedrani reported a very
well taken image. He clearly records the pattern near Moeris (280W, + 10) west of Syrtis Major (293W, + 0-20). Perhaps this is the actual
change.

The area around the NPC is covered with dark bands, but the band on the northeast side of Syrtis Major is covered with dust and faded.

Seen from the direction, it seems to be a dust storm caused by the cold air generated by the NPC.
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
