Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Mashima and Niall MacNeill responded to my call and sent me another observation report today. In particular, Niall MacNeill's color image
was processed with the appropriate brightness for the problem area. The location where dust storms often occur is directly north of Aurorae
Sinus (53W,-10), but the area showed normal conditions. Akutsu from Cebu Island was also observing the same location today, and the three

of us confirmed the observation. No dust storms occurred this time, but this area requires attention.
