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Mashima's image recorded a bright band from Hellas (275~315W, -30~60) toward Noachis (335W~10W,

-25~-30). This is a fairly prominent dust storm. It is difficult to see in Akutsu's image because there is a
bright area in the northwest. On the other hand, Sasaki's image is quite small, but the bright area is recorded as if Hellas (275~315W, -30~60)

has brightened. However, if you look closely at the position, you can see that the bright area is recorded to the west of the position of Hellas.
