Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Artist Clyde Foster recorded how the dusty bright spot just north of SPC disappeared. The dust visible on July 3rd seems to have spread out,
spreading out as far as 60° S. In the dark pattern, Solis Lacus (W90;-28) is not black, and looking at its surroundings, it shows a dusty
condition all over. A noticeable bright spot can be seen in the Franco Reali image, but this is due to the contrast of the image and is the normal
condition of Ophir (65W,-7).
