Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Inoue's image shows a whitish area near SPC, with faint white clouds. White clouds can also be seen at the terminator (near Arsia Silva Mons
(W120,-3)) near Solis Lacus (W90;-28) and Olympus Mons (135W,+25). Clyde Foster's image shows Hellas (275~315W,-30~60) yellowish,

with the southwest side of Hellas appearing reddish. In the B image, Hellas is recorded brightly overall.
