The area around Chryse (35W, +10) is still dusty. The dust that moved south to the east of Nectar (70W, -23) seems to have moved slightly
south from yesterday. The image by Mashima and Morita records this. The dust veil to the east of Argyre (30W, -50) has become even fainter
and harder to see. Johan Warell observed near Tharsis (80W~120W, +10). He wanted to see the white clouds, but because he was using IR,

there was no clear record. Judging from the image, it appears that the white clouds are spreading.
