Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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The dust storm north of Hellas has spread considerably, covering the surrounding area and making the dark pattern less visible. The
ClydeFoster image shows this well.
In Japan, observations were made near Mare Sirenum (140W~170W,-30). The western edge of the dust storm has spread and is completely

invisible. This can be seen in the Kumamori image. The Kumamori image shows good detail, but no NPC-like figures were visible.
