Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.

Red is a special note.
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Mike Wélle observed the area around Mare Cimmerium (W180~W250, -40~0). As I wrote the day before, the dust veil that spreads
westward from Hellas (275~315W, -30~60) is not clearly visible in this area. However, this area is also covered by the dust veil, and images
with good contrast cannot be obtained. Globally, the dust is probably thicker. In Japan, observations have finally become possible, but the
observation conditions are not good, and it is clear that observers are suffering. This is because the seeing is poor and the visible areas are

extremely dusty.
