Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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From Japan, it is observing near Olympus Mons (135W, +25). There is a bright area to the west of Olympus Mons. If the seeing is good, it
can be seen with the naked eye. Depending on how the image is processed, it may appear as bright spots, but this is not a dust storm, so it is
best to process the image so that it does not become too bright. White clouds are visible on Mt. Tharsis (80W~120W, +10). It will become
clearer from now on. Watanabe recorded the NPC clouds, but the left half is not white but mixed with dust. It is also faintly visible in Morita

and Arakawa's images. There can be a big difference depending on how the image is processed, so it is best not to make it too bright.
