Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Today, we received a report from one observer. The dark pattern appears to be normal, but in reality it is covered by a thick dust veil, and
the pattern on the surface is not as clear as this. For example, Mare Acidarium (20~45W, +40~55) has a dark area visible on the upper right
side of the image. This is because the dark pattern is thick and clear in the image. The dusty condition of the atmosphere cannot be seen.

When the pattern is difficult to see, we would like you to report the observation even if it is difficult to see.
