Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Miyahara recorded a horseshoe-shaped bright area near the center of the image. This area was originally bright and is not a special
phenomenon. Gary Walker's image captures the pattern on the Martian surface at this time very well. The desert areas have been naturally
processed. The northern polar clouds have been emphasized. A bluish-blue cloud runs diagonally through the polar clouds, and there are areas
above and below it that are slightly different colors. The northern line could be an NPC, but it is overshadowed by the brightness and it is
difficult to tell if it is an NPC or not.
