Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Arakawa's observation images show Chryse (35W, +10) brightening yellowish in the limb. All observers record it as bright. There is no dust
storm, just a thick dust veil, but it looks quite bright on the limb, and I observed it to be bright with the naked eye. Arakawa's images show
Deucalionis Regio (330W~10W, 15) looking quite dark. This is probably one of the characteristics of this season. Kumamori's image shows an
NPC below the NPH. Care must be taken when depicting the NPH too brightly, as the NPC will be washed out and will not be visible.
