Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Mike Karakas' image shows the bright white clouds of Mt. Alba (115W.+45) on the northern limb. The white clouds of Alba can be seen for
a while now, and it's a chance to record how they change from dawn until they sink. They become easier to see between 0° and 80° Ls, but

it's a chance to see how they will change as the season progresses.
