Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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In the Clyde Foster image, a white cloud can be seen in Cydonia (W340-5, +53). This white cloud looks like it has entered Cydonia from the
NPC. Dust storms have occurred frequently in this region this season. I can only assume that an air current is passing through the NPC to the
south. This is an interesting observation.

The yellowish parts seen inside the NPC have faded today. Clyde Foster and Inoue have obtained images that are just barely visible. The
dark left half of Clyde Foster's B image probably indicates that the NPC was not captured brightly due to the influence of dust. Akutsu's image

records the appearance of the white clouds well. You can clearly see how the clouds become easier to see as evening approaches.
