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Arakawa and Inoue recorded the clouds using a B<450 filter. The clouds are dense and noticeable to the east of Mare Acidarium (20~45W,
+40~55). Comparing with the color image, the extent of the clouds is clearly visible. Michael Barbierim's image records white clouds
beginning to appear over the mountains after noon. The NPCs are also very clear. Kumamori's image records the subtle state of the interior of
Noachis (335W~10W, -25~-30), which was previously difficult to see.
