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Overall, the area around the polar cap is clear, and dark fringes and other features appear black. Frank ] Melillo's image shows white clouds
to the west of Propontis (180w, +45). Clouds are recorded in this area both at dawn and dusk. The NPC in this image is yellowish, but it is
closer to the actual color. Rudolf A. Hillebrechat's NPC emphasizes the yellowish areas. In reality, it appears fainter, but it records an

appearance that is partially mixed with dust.
