Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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The dark band-like region surrounding the polar cap is becoming clearer. The clouds around the NPC are gradually clearing, making it
easier to see. This is a good opportunity to create a map for this season using images taken under good conditions. One of the characteristics of
this season is that the western half of Utopia (260W, +45) is faint. The dark spot of Ismenius Lacus (W332, +40) is difficult to see this season.

Chryse (35W,+10) and Xanthe (W53,+15) were quite dusty and were recorded brightly in images, but as the dust became lighter, their

brightness dropped and they now appear much fainter than before. You can see this clearly in the Thomas Williamson images.
