Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Kurisu's image captures Argyre (30W,-50) near the center of the image. The image is well-detailed, but does not show the frosty light spots
seen in Inoue's image from the previous day. Efrain Morales Rivera recorded a dust storm-like bright area near Elysium (215W,+30). I also
checked the observations from the previous day and the day after, but there were no observations of it being captured directly in front of him.
At this time of year, white clouds should be visible on Mt. Elysium (215W,+30), but what appear to be white clouds can only be seen faintly on
the north side of the mountain. If this is a dust storm, it would not be surprising if the whole area became dusty from the next day onwards. For
