The edge of the NPC seems to still be covered by clouds. The part of the NPC that looks like it bulges to the south is most likely not the edge
of the NPC, but the southern edge of the cloud. Stanislas Maksymowicz recorded clouds spreading from the NPC with the naked eye. It is
not visible in poor seeing conditions, but it seems to be visible under good conditions. Michel Szlosser recorded clouds near Elysium (215W,
+30). Among them, Efrain Morales Rivera recorded something like a white or yellowish cloud, but looking at images by other observers and
observations the next day (February 2), it seems to have been white cloud activity or white cloud mixed with dust. The six people who

recorded this activity were Michel Szlosser, Carsten Bauer, Laurent Dulbecco, Efrain Morales Rivera, Christophe Pellier and Xavier Meex.
