Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Mike Hood and Gary Walker's B image beautifully captures the clouds of the antarctic hood. They seem to expand and weaken twice or so
up to about Ls60° , but they are now bright. The clear patch of the NPC seen the previous day, February 4th, seems to be closing up, but is
still intact, according to Daniele Papa's image. Mike Hood and Gary Walker have recorded what appears to be a crack in the NPC, but this
seems to be different from the one seen on February 4th. Two such spots can be seen in the current NPC. The white cloud activity in the

direction of Aetheria (243W, +30) seems to be still quite active.
