Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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A pale white cloud band is spreading from Elysium (215W, +30) towards Ishidis (270W, +23). This can be seen clearly in Akutsu's color
image. Inoue's B+<450 image clearly records this. This has been going on for a while, but it is slowly getting darker. In Eric Sussenbach's
image, the white clouds look pale or pale white. Xanthe (W53, +15) and Tempe (50W~90W, +45) look yellowish white. It is not the color of a
dust storm. Since it is recorded brightly in the B image, the author thinks that it is best to consider that it is at least accompanied by white

clouds and that dust is mixed in judging from the color.
