The clouds from Elysium (215W, +30) towards Ishidis (270W, +23) are still present today, and Japanese observers have recorded them.
Stanislas Maksymowicz observed a yellowish appearance near Tempe (50W~90W, +45). This matches very well with the image observed by

Eric Sussenbach on February 13th. Observations using filters are important.
