Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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The dust spot found at Mare Acidarium (20~45W, +40~55) on February 17th is not visible today.
Dusty areas have started to appear inside Mare Acidarium. The arrow in the left image indicates a spot

created by Tempe (50W~90W, +45), which is recorded brightly in both the B and G images. It looks

like a dusty cloud.  However, it is not clear how this is related to the dust spot seen on February 17.

Japanese observers observed the area around Elysium (215W, +30), but did not capture any significant phenomena.
