Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Mike Hood's image shows a bright spot where high altitude clouds were visible on February 23rd. This is the part shown in the left image.
Frank ] Melillo also recorded a faint bright spot at this location on February 26th. The location was directly above Iani Fre. (15W, -6).

There are no other observations of this part today, so I cannot confirm it. However, the fact that there is a bright part for two consecutive
days is a worrying fact. Images from Japanese observers record three volcanoes, Tharsis (80W~120W,+10), as dark spots. Japan is not blessed
with good seeing conditions, and observers are having a hard time.
