In Japan, the area centered on Meridian (OW,-5) was observed. There are three stack-only images, and
all of them show the northern part of Sinus Sabaeus (320W~350W,-10) as bright. It looked yellowish in
Adachi's visual observation. Mark Lonsdale's image shows a bright area in the northwest of Syrtis Major

(293W,+0~20). It looks dusty from the images. Sasaki and Sato also recorded the western edge.
