Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Gary Walker and Mike Hood's observations covered an area that had not been recorded on March 11. There is a faint SPH in this area. Until
now, the clouds south of Mare Sirenum (140W~170W,-30) have often looked dense, but there are no clouds in the usual place, and they seem
to be slightly fainter toward the south. Bright bands are visible in R and G around the left side of the NPC. This is thought to be the surface of
the earth.
