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Chris Nuttall observed that the clouds of Hellas (275~315W, -30~60) were biased to the east. Until recently, the clouds of Hellas were dark
in the southeast. The difference in color with NPC is a concern. The limb is recorded as whitish, suggesting the spread of faint white clouds to
Elysium (215W, +30). A dark pattern was also recorded showing the eastern part of Utopia (260W, +45) becoming faint. Michel Szlosser
observed the same longitude, but the observation conditions were not good. The stacking image has chromatic aberration from north to south,

so the colors cannot be compared.
