Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Arakawa's image shows Ophir (65W, -7) recorded as being quite bright. Although it is originally a bright area, it is not a cloud. Arakawa and
Majima recorded a bright spot in the center of the NPC. It seems to look like this sometimes, and I have seen it in visual observations. If you
look closely at the image, you will see that the NPC, which is directly north of Olympus Mons (135W, +25), has turned yellow. Inoue and Ito

recorded this. It is likely that the center appeared bright because it was covered with dust.
