Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Akutsu's images show that the clouds of Hellas gradually brighten over time. Mike Hood recorded several white cloud bands running east-
west across the Martian surface. They are most visible near Solis Lacus (W90; -28) when the equatorial fog is thick. They can be seen with the
naked eye using a G filter. Christofer Mauricio Baeze Jimenz recorded a bright area on NPC, but it overlapped with the limb and was difficult

to see.
