Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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In Inoue's R image, it is clear that the clouds are blocking the view west of Xanthe (W53,+15), making it difficult to see the pattern. The G
image also records white clouds running north and south in a band. These features have been well recorded by Japanese observers. The NPC is
quite small, and is significantly smaller than the simulated image. It appears slightly larger in the IR image, so it is clear that the area around
the NPC is not clear. Frank ] Melillo recorded a bright cloud near Utopia (260W,+45). Clyde Foster also recorded the NPC, which means that

almost the entire periphery was visible. All observers recorded the same condition.
