Black letters are mainly descriptions of patterns.
Blue letters are descriptions of polar caps and clouds.
Brown letters are the description about dust.

Red is a special note.
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Clyde Foster's image shows the North Polar Cap (NPC) appearing much smaller than usual. Since Mars itself appears about 4.1 arcseconds in
size, the NPC appears to be only about 0.2 arcseconds. It's difficult to discern much detail in such a small image, but is it too much to say that a
small dust storm can be seen on the limb immediately to the left of the NPC? The RGB single-wavelength image clearly shows characteristics

typical of a dust storm.
