Clyde Foster has recorded a new area of activity. As shown in the image, it is located north of Propontis (W180,
+45). This appears to be a clear dust storm. Even in the monochrome image, it is clearly visible and distinct. The
image also faintly shows the Antarctic polar vortex cloud. It is known that this cloud becomes visible around this

time, so this observation is consistent with expectations.
